Entry Fee: S5 per player payable day of tournament.
Format:

Mixed Triples or Pairs as groups needed to be formed so that all players may take
part in tournament. There will be two 12 end games, morning game, lunch break
and afternoon game.

Schedule:

Sign in: 9:15am
Draw and Announcements: 9:30am
Trial Ends: 9:45am
Start of Morning game 10am
Lunch: Noon
Start of Afternoon game: lpm
Dress code:

Must be in costume, whites or club shirts. All players must wear flat-soled shoes.



Practice:

The club will be open early for players to practice on the morning of the event.
Practice must be at right angles to the rinks established of the games. Practice
must be completed by 9:30am.

Trial Ends: Two bowls in each direction per player per game.
Re-spotting (Burnt Ends):

In the event of a burnt end, the jack will be re-spotted at the 2-meter mark on the
centerline.

Restriction of movement of players:
Only the skips may visit the head after their second bowl.
Scorecards:

Team’s scorecards will be kept by teams Skip and turned into the Tournament
Director after play.

Scoring: Keep all scores as there will be no minimum differential.
Time Limits:

There will be a two-hour time limit per game. Once the bell has been rung, you
will complete that end and the game will be over.

Prizes:

Top 3 teams of morning and afternoon will win money prizes. There will also be a
morning spider for everyone and an afternoon spider for those Individuals that do
not win money in any game.
